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Mr. Pauly is responsible for managing and planning support on business and technical issues for both internal and external AT&T customers.  He served as systems engineering lead for eight companies participating in Industry-DARPA Consortium that developed medical informatics solutions designed to improve the quality and effectiveness of emergency care at military and civilian hospitals. He analyzed management processes and prepared plans for new X400 based messaging systems replacing existing DoD messaging and E-mail systems. These plans were being used in the introduction of the new DoD wide Defense Messaging System (DMS).  He developed simulation models to support the network planning activities required to reconfigure the DoD’s existing $900 million AUTODIN system as the DMS was implemented.  The model design was based on the analysis of the DoD’s messaging processes. He analyzed business and technical requirements, prepared transition plans and developed cost benefit models to support the introduction of ISDN in the DoD.  Mr. Pauly also served as an adjunct professor at George


Mason University, teaching a course in Corporate Finance.  





On a prior assignment with AT&T Bell Labs, Murray Hill, Mr. Pauly managed analytical support for AT&T clients on business planning issues related to new network services and technologies. He developed computer based capital budget evaluation techniques and models used to plan AT&T’s $3 billion annual network construction program. He designed workstation based software systems to support automated auditing of large computer systems, including AT&T billing systems.  He served on a corporate task force that evaluated AT&T financial information systems and recommended a new enterprise-wide management information system.  He built a computer planning system that was used to manage the introduction of new AT&T exchange services.





Prior to the AT&T Bell Labs Manager positions, Mr. Pauly served as a Systems Engineer and performing systems analysis and planning support on computer related issues for AT&T and NASA clients. He developed databases and models to support AT&T strategic planning studies that resulted in new service offerings including the Software Defined Network (SDN) service.
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
