>Mike Corrigan joined EDS in March 1995 after a 25 year career in the Federal


>government and the US Army.  He has worked on a number of telecommunications


>related projects at EDS.  These included the Defense Information Systems


>Network (DISN) Switched/Bandwidth Manager Services proposal, an OSD


>sponsored C4ISR study on the future of DOD communications, and the AF CITS


>and Navy ViViD base infrastructure programs.

>Mike was the Assistant Commissioner for Telecommunications at the General


>Services Administration from 1988 to his early retirement from Federal


>service in 1995.  He directed the FTS2000, Local Telecommunications Service,


>and Information Security Management Service programs at GSA.  Mike led the


>Government-wide transition from the old Federal Telecommunications Service


>analog private voice network to the digital, fee-for-service voice, data,


>and video FTS2000 service.  He was selected as one of the Top 25 visionaries


>in telecommunications by Communications Week in 1989 and 1990.

>In 1986, Mike entered the Senior Executive Service as the Special Assistant


>for Integrated Digital Architectures in the Office of the Assistant


>Secretary of Defense for C3I.  While there, he led the team which developed


>the Defense Message System program plan.  From 1974 to 1986, Mike was with


>the Defense Communications Agency in a number of roles, including test


>manager for the WWMCCS Data Base Management System, R&D manager for the


>WWMCCS Network Front End, Network Architect for the WWMCCS Intercomputer


>Network, and the first Technical Manager for the Defense Data Network.  He


>worked closely with the National Security Agency to establish the


>requirements for encryption systems to support data communications.

>Throughout his DOD career, he participated in the protocol wars, with major


>campaigns including TCP/IP, GOSIP, DDN X.25, NATO STANAG*s, SNA,


>X.400/X.500, JANAP 128, ACP 127, and SDNS.  (He has enjoyed catching up on


>the state of the battles through the CITS program, including the current hot


>spots of ATM, RMON, DHCP, MPOA, LES, BUS, and VLANs.)

>After attending college at Fordham University in the Bronx, and ROTC summer


>camp in Indiantown Gap, PA, Mike was commissioned in the US Army Corps of


>Engineers.  His first assignment was graduate school in mathematics and


>computer science at the University of Michigan, followed by Engineer basic


>and Ranger school, and a three year tour in Stuttgart, Germany, ending as


>the Deputy Commander of the 16th Data Processing Unit, an IBM 360


>installation supporting the 7th Corps.  Mike had two previous stints in


>private industry, with IBM as a programmer trainee in college, and with PRC


>after leaving the Army.

>Mike lives in Reston with his wife and two children.  His wife, Mary Ann, is


>a multimedia developer.  His daughter Nora is a junior at William and Mary


>College, and his son Paul is a junior at Thomas Jefferson High School for


>Science and Technology.
