8(a) Contractors Declared Winners at Carderock

In March 2003, the Naval Surface Warfare Center, Carderock Division, Philadelphia, PA awarded three large 8(a) contracts for engineering, technical and logistic services and staging facility and support services to be provided coast to coast and overseas.  The successful companies include George G. Sharp, Incorporated, Virginia Beach, VA, Delphinus Engineering, Eddystone, PA, and Tecnico Corporation, Chesapeake, VA.


Carderock issued the competitive 8(a) solicitation in 1999 to twenty-eight potential competitors and four proposals were received.  The three successful awardees will perform alterations to shipboard systems and equipment including machinery and ordnance alternations, planning yard work instructions, engineering change proposals and field changes.  The work will include but not be limited to Title “D” and “K” ship alterations.  Performance locations include Norfolk, VA; San Diego, CA; Mayport, FL; Ingleside, TX; Pascagoula, MS; Earl, NJ; Bremerton and Everett, WA; Pearl Harbor, HI; Sasebo, Japan; and Santa Rita, Guam.  All work is expected to be completed by March 2008.


The awards include indefinite delivery/indefinite quantity contracts to George G. Sharp, Incorporated for over $29 million, Delphinus Engineering for over $28 million, and Tecnico Corporation for over $23 million.
